Mr. Richard,

A notice of non-consent was sent to you by registered mail (add date) stipulating, first of all, my (our) refusal to have a “smart” meter, emitter of radio-frequencies, installed in and/or on my (our) home. It was also clearly stated in this notice that it could not, under any circumstances, be considered a request to be in the opt-out program. Now, your response to me (us) in a letter dated (add date) states that I (we) must communicate with you in order to take advantage of the program to opt-out from having a smart meter. This option involves the installation of a non-communicating meter and the related costs. However, failure on my (our) part to contact you will be understood by you that I (we) am giving my (our) consent to have a smart meter installed.

This response from you goes completely against what was stipulated in my (our) original notice of non-consent. I (we) believe that you have been sufficiently and clearly informed of my (our) refusal, which is reiterated in this present letter. Any other interpretation can only be seen as erroneous. I (we) demand the right to have freedom of choice, without any cost, in my (our) own home(s). 

The words of Mr. Amir Khadir of Québec Solidaire, spoken during a conference on May 25th, 2013 at the Ecosphère festival and since published, are particularly relevant in this context: “It should not be necessary for citizens to wrestle with Hydro-Québec over notices of non-consent. And citizens should not have to pay for this.” (translation)
